Approve Minutes of Last Regular Meeting: Motion by Krieg, seconded by Blencoe to approve the minutes of the May 12, 2004 regular meeting. All present voted aye and motion carried.
Public Comment: None.

Treasurer’s Report: Wallace reported that there is $27,449.61 in the checking account. Wallace reported she was able to piece together the financial reports for 2003, but much information is missing. She will attempt to gather more information to make the reports more accurate.
2004 Conference Update: Kopenski reported there are 26 people registered for the full conference and 7 for the pre-conference course so far. Heimke reported the programs are being worked on and the sessions are set. Blencoe reported complete conference information will be available on the web site by early next week. Kopenski reported he will be sending out a postcard next week to remind everyone about the conference. Blencoe reported he can also send out e-mail notification. Krieg will have the conference information sent over the TIME System as well. Wallace reported 32 vendors to date. South of the Border will be the closing banquet theme.
Legislative Update: Blencoe reported that the rules have been formed and there was very little discussion in committee. The rules will be forwarded to the legislature and they will take action when they are back in session. Blencoe reported some minor changes, but there was no information as to what they were. Blencoe reported NENA’s concerns were duly noted by the committee. Blencoe did report that reimbursement will be at 50%. Discussion was held on what to do as far as educating PSAP’s on the wireless legislation should we not receive the grant that was applied for for that purpose. Krieg will invite the APCO Executive Board to our conference in hopes of having a meeting to discuss this issue.
2006 New Hotel: Krieg reported in 2006 the conference will be held at the Kalahari in the Wisconsin Dells October 14th - 18th. Krieg reported that she notified the Holiday Inn of our intention to leave that facility. Sally Dickinson supplied information to the board for the Radisson in Green Bay, the Radisson Paper Valley Hotel in Appleton and the Holiday Inn in Appleton. Possible conflicts as far as vendors attending the 2006 show as the date has been changed were discussed. Krieg will check with National to make sure the change in date for 2006 does not conflict with any other show.
Set Next Meeting Date: The next regular meeting was not set as it will be set at the conference.
Adjourn: The meeting was adjourned at 11:00 a.m. after a motion by Wrysinski and a second by Krieg.
